Sing: Lazarus
Vocabulary: tomb- a large space, normally dung into the ground or a stone, to
burry the dead.
True or false:
1. Jesus quickly rushed to Lazarus when he heard he was sick?
2. Lazarus died before Jesus got to Judea?
3. Martha was very sad when Jesus arrived?
4. Jesus did not go to Lazarus’s tomb?
Questions:
1. How many days did Jesus wait to leave for Judea?
2. How long had Lazarus been dead before Jesus arrived?
3. What did Martha and Mary say would have happened to Lazarus if Jesus
had been there?
4. How did Jesus feel about their sorrow?
5. What happened when Jesus said “Lazarus, come out?”
